This year, both Maryhelen 
Mayfield with the Greensboro Ballet and David Holley with 
the Greensboro Opera supported us in a big way. They do-
nated their talents to help make the Guildôs Feast and Follies 
fund raiser a huge success. The ballet enchanted us with 
whimsical scenes from A Midsummer Nightôs Dream, and 
the Opera wove together amusing excerpts from Bizetôs 
Carmen.  

The Guildôs theme this year is ñMusic Education Trans-
forms Livesò, and we honor both recipients as advocates for 
music education in our community. Maryhelen Mayfield has been the Executive Artistic Director 
of the Greensboro Ballet since 1980. Many local youngsters have danced alongside professionals 
in her annual Nutcracker production. Additionally, the ballet has community outreach programs 
throughout the Triad. The company travels to elementary schools to teach technique and move-
ment classes, offering scholarships to students who show promise. Dancing Above the Barre is a 
creative movement program to allow young children with physical or other limitations to em-
brace the joy of dance.  

David Holley has been the Director of Opera at UNCG since 1992 and was appointed as the 
Artistic Director of Greensboro Opera in June 2013. He began Greensboro Light Opera and Song
